Regular Borough Council Meeting December 5, 2016

The Regular Meeting of Souderton Borough Council, held on Monday, December
5, 2016, was called to order by President Brain Goshow at 7:30 p.m. Members of Borough

The Invocation was given by Borough Manager P. Michael Coll, followed by the
Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Consideration was given to the minutes of the November 7, 2016 Regular Borough
Council Meeting and the November Borough Council Work Sessions. A motion was made
by Councillor Richard Halbom, seconded by Councillor Daniel Houser, to approve the
minutes of the November 7, 2016 Regular Borough Council Meeting and November
Borough Council Work Sessions as presented. The motion was approved.

Mayor John Reynolds expressed appreciation to members of Borough Council, staff
and employees for the work completed in 2016 and looks forward to another successful
year in 2017.

Police Chief James Leary noted that the monthly statistical and narrative reports of
police department activity will be submitted later in the month. Chief Leary expressed his
appreciation to the Souderton Fire Police unit for their assistance with the Generations
Reindeer Run, Souderton-Telford Main Streets Holiday Parade and the Tree Lighting
event, all occurring on Saturday, December 3, 2016.

The Borough Solicitor’s report for the month of November, 2016 was distributed to
Borough Council. The Borough Solicitor completed and submitted the documentation to
the state for approval of the $500,000 general obligation loan for the restoration of the
freight building. The Solicitor completed documentation for the 2017 tax anticipation loan.
The Borough Solicitor had discussions with the Borough Manager regarding the Broad
Theater and have the documents prepared to schedule the sheriff sale. The Borough
Manager requested the Solicitor to move forward with the sale, which is expected to be
scheduled early February.

Public Works Director Steven Coll presented his monthly report to Borough
Council. Steven Coll noted that leaf collection will continue through the month, following
completion of brush collection.

Borough Manager Michael Coll reported this will be the last meeting of Borough
Council for this year. A Conditional Use Hearing application was recently received
concerning property at 117 Noble Street, which may be scheduled later in December or just
after the holidays depending on the schedules of the applicant’s attorney and Borough
Solicitor. Beginning January, 2017 all meetings of Borough Council will begin at 7:00 pm.
Due to the New Year’s holiday, the first regular meeting of Borough Council will be held
on Monday, January 9, 2017 beginning at 7:00 pm. The first item of business is formal
consideration of an Ordinance amending provisions of the Souderton Non-Uniformed
Pension Plan to increase the normal retirement age and provide for a deferred retirement
option benefit. The 2017 proposed budget and 2017 proposed real estate tax ordinance was
presented at the November Borough Council and has been advertised for formal
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consideration this evening. A copy of the entire budget has been posted to the Borough’s
web site and made available for public inspection at the Borough Office. A Resolution has
been prepared authorizing a $250,000 tax anticipation loan for the 2017 calendar year
through Univest Bank and Trust Company. A recommendation has been made to increase
the salary of the elected tax collector by approximately 1% in each of the next four years of
the term of office. The salary for the next four year term must be established prior to

February 15, 2017. During the development of the 2017 Budget, Borough Council

discussed an increase in the sewer user fees effective in 2017. A recommendation was

made to increase fees by 10% effective with the February, 2017 billing period.

Councillor Daniel Houser expressed appreciation to Police Chief Leary and the
Souderton Fire Police unit for their services with the Main Streets Holiday Parade,
Generations Reindeer Run and the Holiday Tree Lighting.

Consideration was given to paying the bills for the month of November, 2016.

A motion was made by Councillor Richard Godshall, seconded by Councillor Ned

D. Leight, to authorize payment of the bills for the month of November, 2016, as

presented. The motion was approved.

President Brain Goshow opened the floor to the audience who may wish to address
Borough Council on any topic or matter of concern.

Charla Wellner, 18 N. Hunsberger Lane, commented that she regularly attends the

Borough Council work sessions and expressed appreciation for the hard work of Borough
Council to present a balanced budget for 2017 with no increase in the tax rates.

Linda DeBussy, 503 E. Broad Street, commented on the timing of the traffic signal
at East Broad Street and School Lane. Police Chief James Leary responded that PennDOT
representatives have met several times with police to discuss timing issues with the signal
system. PennDOT did conduct traffic surveys at this intersection, but at this time the
Borough is not certain on the outcome of the studies. PennDOT has jurisdiction over the
programming and timing of the traffic signals.

Richard D’ Amico of Consign for Design on Main Street, commented that he was
very pleased with the Holiday parade and the Holiday Tree Lighting event. The event
brought many into his store. Richard D’ Amico then re-introduced Linda DeBussy of
Bakers on Broad, 503 E. Broad Street. Linda DeBussy commented that she and her
husband have been in business at this location for 11 years. They specialize in breads and
pastries, baked fresh every day, five days per week.

Joe Chiaro of Caruso’s Restaurant, 424 Main Street commented that he recently
purchased the former Fast Tag property at 160 Main Street, which is adjacent to a
commercial property that he previously bought and restored. He expressed concern with
the deterioration of several properties along Main Street encouraging Borough Council to
take a stronger stand on enforcement of property maintenance codes. He further expressed
concern that the Holiday Lighting and decorations are confined to the core downtown and
do not extend up Main Street or out Broad Street. Councillor Jeffrey Gross commented that
Souderton Main Streets is currently working on a plan to improve and expand Holiday
Decorations in the Borough; however, the expansion will take time to implement in phases.



There being no further public comment, Borough Council President moved to the
business portion of the agenda.

A motion was made by Councillor Richard Halbom, and seconded by Councillor
Daniel Houser, to enact Ordinance No. 16-730-08 amending the Souderton Borough Non-
Uniformed Pension Plan to revise eligibility provisions for normal retirement and provide a
deferred retirement option plan benefit. The motion was approved.

A motion was made by Councillor Richard Godshall, and seconded by Councillor
Jeffrey Gross, to enact Ordinance No. 16-731-09 establishing the annual budget for the
Borough of Souderton for the 2017 calendar year. The motion was approved.

Councillor Richard Godshall expressed appreciation to the Borough Manager for
his work in preparing and implementing fiscally sound budgets. Councillor Halbom further
noted cost control measures implemented by our department heads Steven Coll and Chief
James Leary.

A motion was made by Councillor Richard Godshall, and seconded by Councillor
Richard Halbom, to enact Ordinance No. 16-732-10 setting the Real Estate Tax rates for
the calendar year 2017 and providing for discounts and penalties on the payment of taxes.
The motion was approved.

A motion was made by Councillor Ned Leight, and seconded by Councillor Richard
Godshall, to adopt Resolution No. 2016-11 authorizing the execution of a $250,000 Tax
and Revenue Anticipation Note through Univest Bank and Trust Company. Councillor
Daniel Yocum commented that he will be abstaining from discussion and voting on the
Resolution due to conflicts with his employment with Univest Bank and Trust Company.
The motion was approved by a vote of 8 yeas, no nays and one abstention by Councillor
Yocum.

A motion was made by Councillor Jeffrey Gross, and seconded by Councillor Ned
Leight, to authorize the preparation and advertisement of an ordinance setting the salary of
the elected tax collector effective January 1, 2018. The motion was approved.

A motion was made by Councillor Richard Godshall, and seconded by Councillor
Richard Halbom, to authorize the preparation and advertisement of an ordinance increasing
sewer user fees effective with the February, 2017 quarterly billing. The motion was
approved.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 8:17 pm.
